These letters are as much @ part of her
writings as her poems, They are her only writings
in prose, as no other prose in journals and
notebooks have survived. They span a larger
period of her life than her poems. In her letters
Emily revealed her innermost emetions. Emily's
sister had destroyed all her correspondences after
her death. Only those letters written to friends,
relatives and literary mentor survived. Three
letters filled with passion and love for an unknown
man whom she refers to as 'master’ has survived
and are called 'master letters'. Emily Fragos states,
' Reading these (Emily Dickinson's) letters is as
close as we can come to being inside Emily
Dickinson's alive mind as it engaged with the world
around her , Almost a century and a half after she
asked Higginson to 'say if my verse is alive,' her
words still takes one's breath away. Her letters
record her personal growth from a child to just
before her death when she sent her famous letters
to her cousins bearing the words 'Called back’.

There are numerous archeolegical relics and
artefacts, including book and black magic and emporium, which was
opened in 2002. Very close to Mayong is the ‘Pabitora wildlife sanctuary’
and this sanctuary has the highest density of one homed rhinoceros in
the world.

Dalai Lama is the head monk of _._am.r..n
Buddhism and traditionally has been responsible
for the governing of Tibet, until the Q:_._mm.m
Government took control in 1959. Before 1959, his
official residence was Patala Palace in Lhasa, the
capital of Tibet.

The Dalai Lama belongs to the Gelugpa
traditional of Tibetan Buddhism, which is the
largest and most influential tradition in .:amw

The institution of the Dalai Lama is 3 relatively
recent one. There have been only 14 Dalai Lamas
in the history of Buddhism, and the first and
Second Dalai Lamas were given the title
posthumously. ,

According to Buddhist belief, the current Dalai
Lama is a reincarnation of a past lama who decided
to be reborn again to continue his important work
instead of moving on from the wheel of life. A
person who decides to be continually reborn is
known as tulku.

Bhuddhist believe that the first tulku in this
reincarnation was Gedun Drub, who lived from
1391-1474 and the second was Gendun Gyatso.

However, the name Dalai Lama, meaning
Ocean of Wisdom, was not conferred until the
third reincarnation in the form of Sonam Gyatso
in 1578.

Ashoka Chakra

The Ashoka Chakra is a depiction of the
guddhist dharmachakra, represented wijyp 2
spokes. It is sO called because it appearg on 3
numbers of edicts of Ashoka, most Prominang
among which the lion Capital of Sarnath.

The most visible use of the Ashgka Chakra
today is the centre of the National flag of 4,
Republic of India (adopted on 22 July 1347), whee
it is rendered in @ Navy-blue colour on whjte
background, by replacing the symbol of Chakra
(spinning wheel) of the pre-independence versions
of the flag.

When Buddha achieved Nirvana at Gaya, he
came to Sarath on the outskirts of Varanasi. There
he found his fire disciples (panch Vargiya Bhikshy)
Aswajit, Mahanaam, Kaundinya, Bhadrag angd
Kashyap, who had earlier abandoned him, He
preched his first sermon to them, thereby
promulgating the Dharmachakra. This is the motf
taken up by Ashoka and portrayed on top of his
pillars. This is the origin of the Chakra in our flag
and it asserts the strong ties of our country with
the Buddhist faith. It is also known as Bhavachakra.

The 12 out of 24 spokes reopresent the
twelve causal links taught by the Buddha.
